While en route the hijackers brandished sharp
instruments, threatened a flight attendant and
demanded to be flown to West Berlin.

About ten minutes after take off’ the hijackers
armed with daggers overpowered the crew, demanded
to be flown to Lahore, Pakistan, Under Indian
taw, they were allowed to carry the daggers
aboard wrapped in their hair for religous
reasons., They demanded the release of various
Sikh separatists from prison, a press conference,
an autonomous Sikh state, and $500,000, Two ’
of the hijackers carried clotl bags which they
claimed contained hand grenades and they
thireatened to blow up the plane. Over the next
several hours after tanding at Lahore, negotia-
tions were conducted and 66 passengers were
released.

Because more passengers than manifested were
aboard, police boarded to check. A man then
put a razor to the neck of another passenger
and demanded to be flown to West Berlin. The
other passengers threatened the hijacker and
he moved to the rear of the plane where he was
arrested by the police.

wWhile en route the hijacker claimed to have a
bomb and demanded to be flown to the Soviet Union.
The hijacker was convinced that it would be
necessary to land at Buffalo to secure an aircraft
capable of: international flight or to refuel to
fly to New York where such a plane would be
available.  After tanding, the passengers were
allowed to deplane and the crew deplaned at the

- same time. Twenty minutes later the hijacker

depianed and surrendered. Search revealed no
explosives, He has been charged with air piracy
and interference with a flight crew member.

The hijackers chartered the aircraft and while
en route demanded that they be flown to Guajira
Peninsula, Colombia. After ianding four to five
tons of weapons were loaded aboard. They then
flew to the district of Caqueta, Colombia and
landed on the Orteguaza river. The weapons were
unioaded and the aircraft was abandoned. [t was

recovered by Colombian milijtary personnel on 10/22.

The crew and other Aeropesca Personnel aboard were
held in the Caqueta area by the hijackers and
associates untilt 11/10.

During meal service the hijacker gave a flight
attendant a note which directed that the airccraft
be flown to Quebec, Canada, He claimed to have
explosives and accomplices.

The hijacker told the pilot he
wainted to surrender and that he had no explosives
or agcomplices, After landing in New York, he

Just as the aircraft landed at San Jose, the
hijackers commandeered the aircraft. They
demanded the release of 7 prisoners being held
in Costa Rica for an attack on a leftist radio
station. ‘They also demanded that a communique
they had written be read over the Costa Rican
radio. They threatened to kill a passenger each
hour until their demands were met. However,
various deadlines passed and no passengers
were kiltled. During negotiations 3 passengers
and a flight attendant were released and the

communique was read over Costa Rican radio. Early

on 10/30 all the passengers were released and 6
of the 7 prisoners boarded the aircraft. One
chose to remain in Costa Rica. They flew to San
Miguel, El Salvador where the hijackers and
released prisoners deplaned and were taken into
custody by authorities in El1 Salvador.

while on the ground at Seychelles the

hijackers boarded with automatic weapons and

hand grenades and required that the aircraft be
flown to Durban, South Africa. Aftar about

six hours of negotidtion..the passengers and crew
were released and the hijackers surrendered. The
hijackers were part of a group who arrived at
Seychelles airport from Swaziland on 11/25/81 and
who had made an effort to forcefully take over
the airport. During the battle the Air India
flight landed and was taken over by the hijackers
in an effort to escape from the airport and its
defenders.

While en route, the hijackers armed with

pistols and hand grenades demanded that

the aircraft be flown to Bejrut, Lebanon.
Officials blocked the runway but after a
considerable period of flying in a holding
pattern and unsuccessfully attempting to land
without permission the aircraft was allowed

to land. At Beirut, the hijackers demanded the
release of their Shiite Moslem spiritual leader
who disappeared while.on a trip to Libya in
August 1978. They also made other demands related
to the release and return of their leader. They
shot a passenger in the foot and threatened to
k111 passengers and blow up the aircraft unless
it was refueled. Reportedly two men boarded and
jotned the hijackers and three passengers were
released prior to the aircraft’s departure for
Athens, Greece. At Athens, they repeated their
demands and received fuel and supplies. They
then flew to Rome, Italy. At Rome, the aircraft
was refueled and again flew to Beirut where the
runways were again blocked, Reportedly several
hundred armed men of the Shifte Moslem militant
group known as Amal forced the runway to be
cleared and required the control tower to
facilitate the aircraft’s landing. After landing
the aircraft was refueled and two terrorists
deplaned while four more accomplices boarded.
They next flew to Tehran, Iran where they repeated
their demands and the aircraft was again refueled
and resupplied. They returned to Beirut where after
about four hours the hijackers deplaned. Three
were taken into custody., The four who had joined
the original hijackers on earlier stops were

not detained.

About 15 minutes after departure from
B8arranquilla, the hijacker pushed a flight
attendant into the cockpit. Armed with a

bottle of gasoline and a stick of dynamite,

he threatened to blow up the plane unless

he was flown to Aruba, He further demanded

that his brother who hijacked an aircraft in

May 1978 be released from prison. When

A hijacker pointed a pistol at the pilot’s head
while the aircraft was heading back to
Shelbyville, TN. They landed at Eagleville, Tn.
Where the hijackers beat and shot the pilot.

They tied the piiot and left him at Eaglevilie.
The hijackers then flew the aircraft to

wynne, AR where they landed in a field and were
taken into custody. They have been charged locally
with attempted robbery, kidnapping. and attempted
murder. .

While en route the hijackers armed with pistols
and explosive devices demanded that the aircraft
return to Bogota. They claimed to be members of
the M-19 Movement and demanded to talk to a
Journalist and an official involved in negotiating
an end to guerrilla activity. After about 3 hours
they flew to Cali, flolombia where 47 passengers
were released. Af the aircraft taxied to take off
again it struck military vehicles blocking the
runway and was disabled. Additionally, the
aircraft’s tires were perforated and other parts
of the plane were damaged during an exchange

of gunfire between the hijackers and Colombian
Military Personnel on 1/28/82. -The hijackers
agreed to release all persons remaining aboard

a pitot and co-pilot, The hijackers transferred
to this aircraft and were flown to San Andres
Island, Colombia and then to Havana, Cuba where
they surrendered to Cuban authorities.

About 20 minutes prior to arrival at Miami, F1
one man in the front of the plane and cne in

the rear poured gasoline on the floor and in the
restrooms. . They demanded to be flown to Cuba.

A third man, the group’s leader, moved back and.
forth between the two'men. A flight attendant
told the hijjacker in the rear to stop pouring
the gasoline; where upon he splashed some on her
clothes and in her face resulting in injury to
both her eyes. As they flew to Cuba, the hi-
jackers periodically poured additional gasoliine
on the plane interior. Upon landing at

Havana, Cuba, the hijackers were taken

into custody by Cuban authorities.

Displaying pistols and exptosives the hijackers
demanded the aircraft be diverted to Tegucigalpa,
Honduras.

Yempiras ($500,000), publication of a political
statement, and fuel for the aircraft. During
negotiations several othen passengers were released
and Honduras officials agreed to refuel the
aircraft and allow it to depart when all hostages
were released. Early on May {1, ten hostages
escaped, Two were injured in the escape.

Later on May {, all remaining hostages

were released, the hijackers then transferred to
an electra aircraft and wereé flown to Havana,
Cuba where they surrendered to Cuban authorities.

While en route the hijackers overpowered and
disarmed the six security men aboard and
required that the plane be flown to Tempelhof
Central Airport, West Berlin. Two of the
security men were injured. Upon landing the
hijackers were taken into custody by US
authorities and turned over to West Berlin
authorities. They requested political asylum,
Reportedly 28 other passengers chose to remain
in West Berlin. The aircraft, crew, security
personnel, and remaining passengers were allowed
to return to Poland, Burski sentenced to 2-1/2
years for endangering air traffic 8/2/82.

The seven other sentenced to terms ranging from
3 to 4 years for endangering air traffic 10/28/82.

her by the back of her belt and followed
her into the terminal. The woman demanded
that a pilot get back on the plane., In
the terminal the aircraft’s Captain
separated the woman from the flight attendant.
subsequently the woman left the terminal
and was apprehended by police later near the
terminal, She has been charged with interference
with a crew member.

Later when he learned that his wife and

released about 139 more passenygers and
2 escaped by jumping from the plane,
After the hifacker’s wife went aboard the
aircraft and the ransom was delivered, all the -
remaining hostages were raleased, Per
agreement with authorities during the
night of July 1, the hijacker and his
wife and child, together with the ransom
money, were flown to Colombo, Sri Lanka.
On July 3, he was arrested by Sri tankan
authorities.

apparently agreed to go to Hong Kong when
convinced there was not enough fuel to fly to
Taiwan. Three stayed in the cabin and two

In the cockpit. For over two hours the pilot flew
in a wide circle to use up fuel. 1The copilot and
navigator who were wounded in the take over

were allowed to go to the reai of the plane

to use the medical kit. While there, they
organized two groups of Passengers who severely
beat and overpowered the hijackers., Two additional

crew and three passenger were injured in the struggle,

During the {ncident, the explosive device was thrown
and exploded. The explosion blew a hole in the
fuselage but the cabin did not depressurize.

With at least two of the four engines out, due to
lack of fuel, the ajrcraft landed at Shanghai.

The hijackers were taken into custody. They
reportediy were executed 8/19/82,

The hijacker entered the cockpit holding a

round object which he implied was a bomb and
demanded to be fjiown to Lahore, Pakistan,

At Lahore, permission to land was denied and

the pilot convinced the hijacker that they

should fly to Amritsar, After landing,

the hijacker, a member of the Hindu religious group
called Sikh, demanded and was allowed to talk

to one of the leaders of the Sikh movement for

an {ndependent homeland, During negotiation, a
police officer, disguisaed as a pilot, was allowed
to board., When the hijackers attention was
diverted, he was overpowered by the police officer
and some passengers. Search revealed no
explosives. The alleged bomb was a rubber wall.

After landing at West Palm Beach, Fl., the
hijacker told a passenger and the pilot that

he had a bomb urder his shirt and demanded to

be flown to Cuba, After about two hours, he was
persuaded to remove the object, which he claimed
was a bomb, from under his shirt, It was

then taken from him and removed from the aircraft,
Following this he was overpowered by law enforce-

ment personnal, The object was a bag containing men‘s

toiletries, No explosives were located, The
hijackar was charged with air piracy 8/18/82.

The hijacker entered the cockpit armed with

a pistol and a hand grenade, He ordered the
ptlot ta fly to Lahore, Pakistan, where permi-
sion to land was denied. They then flew to
Amritsar, India. The hijacker, a member of the
hindu religious minority group called Sikh,

made various political and ransom demands.

After about 3 hours of negotiations he released
a woman and her child.  Four hours later the
aircraft door was opened due to the heat aboard.
The hijacker reportedly leaned out of the door,
fired some shots in the air, and was shot and
kijled by Indian police who were near the air-
craft. A flight attendant was {injured when she
jumped from. the aircraft during the incident.

The two male hijackers carryirig packages which
they claimed were bombs demanded to be flown to
Munich, Federal Republic of Germany. Upocn landing
at Munich, they were taken into custody by local
police. Reportedly the packages did not

contain explosives.

About 40 minutes after departure the hijacker,

armed with a knife, entered the cockpit and

demanded to be flewn to Tripoli, Libya. Per-
mission to land there was denied,: He then demanded
to be flown to Valette, Malta, Permission to land
there also was denied. The hijacker had been denied
a visa to enter Algeria and was being returned to
Rome, The pilot convinced the hijacker that the
fuel was running low and he ‘agreed to tanding at
Catanfa, Sicily, Italy., About one-~half hour after
landing all passengers and 5 of the 8 crew were .
released, Later some of the remaining crew attacked

the hijacker and with the help of police overpowered

him. The hijacker and a police officer were {njured
in the scuffle,

While en route the male hijacker held a straight
razor to the throsat of a flight attendant and
commandeered the afrcraft. He demanded to be
flown to West Germany but agreed to a landing

at Vienna, Austria, when told there was a
shortage of fuel, The flight attendant was cut
slightly with the razor during the flight., Upon
ltanding they surrendered to Austrian authorities,

Displaying a pocket knife, the hijacker forced
his way aboard. He tried and failed to gain
access to the cockpit. He talked to the

flight crew via the aircraft’s

tnternal telephone system, insisting that

they take off. He did not indicate a desti-
nation. A deputy sheriff traveling as a )
passenger persuaded the hijacker to open an
emergency door to reduce the heat in the
afrcraft., As the hijacker looked out the daor,
the deputy sheriff pushed him and caused him to
fall through the door to the ground. He was
taken into custody by law enfcrcement officials
and taken to a hospital for treatment of
injuries sustained in the fall. He was charged
with air piracy 11/8/82.

Armed with a pistal, knives and screwdrivers,
the hijackers demanded to be flown to Turkey.

A member of the flight crew and two passengers
were wounded by the hijackers durtng the flight,
They Tanded at Sinop, Turkey and the wounded
were released. Later the hijackers sur-
rendered to Turkish authorities and requested
political asylum. Reportedly the hijackers

will be tried in Turkey.

The hijacker, who was one of three security
guards aboard the flight, demanded that the
aircraft be fiown to West Berlin, Shortly

after landing at Tempelhof Central Afrport,

West Berlin, the hijacker jumped off the

plane. . He was fired at by the other security
guards aboard and was wounded in the right foot.
He returned the fire but no one was hit, He

was taken into cusody by U.S, officials and
later was turned over to West Germany authorities.
Four other passengers requested political asylum
in Waest Berlin.

A uniformed man, who appeared to be an
airline security guard and armed with a
pistol, attompted te force the crew to fly
the afrcraft to West Berlin. The plane was
on a stopover at Warsaw, He was overpowered
by authorities after they convinced him the
aircraft could not reach West Beriin.
